HOTEL/MOTEL TAX WORK?

Visitors currently pay a 5% local tax per room on their

lodging in Sioux Center. The increase would make it 7%.

People who live in Sioux Center do not pay this tax,
unless they book a hotel room/lodging in Sioux Center.

Hotel property owners are in favor of this increase

because it promotes bringing people to our community.

The revenue has helped Sioux Center offer and
promote amenities including the All Seasons
Center/Arena, Siouxnami Waterpark, Terrace View
Event Center, American State Bank Sports Complex,
Chamber of Commerce, Heritage Village, and rec trails.
